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The Construction of the WeChat-based Learning Community
and Its Application in College English Writing

Abstract: Based on the theory of co-learning community and principles for constructing learning
communities, this research attempts to integrate WeChat, a multi-purpose social media app, with
learning to construct a model of mobile co-learning community. The model consists of four factors:
agents, objectives, mechanism and rules. Within this model, co-learning of the teacher and students is
realized through deep interaction and self-reflection under the guidance of a set of clear and specific rules
in the WeChat-mediated hybrid learning environment. To test the model, an exploratory study was
conducted in College English Writing class. The study shows that the model can help improve the
reflective sense on teaching as well as the research sense of the teacher and the active learning sense of
the students.
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
