Abstract; Under the influence of the increasingly fierce international education competition and the
imbalance of local international education development regions, the Australian Ministry of Education
proposed the “ Destination Australia Program” in 2019. With the financial support of the federal
government, the project funded the construction and development of higher education institutions in
remote areas in Australia, provide scholarships to international and domestic students studying in those
areas and encourage students to study, do training and research in those areas.
